TEP Culture and Education Association (TEP), established in 2010, is an NGO (Non-Govern-
mental Organization) from Taiwan dedicated to youth education, employment promotion
and agriculture cooperation in Southeast Asia.

Cambodia-Taiwan Education Program (CTEP) was launched by TEP and managed by Cambo-
dia Team for Education Program Association (CTEP Association) which is a TEP affiliate and
an NGO registered in Cambodia.

Vietnam-Taiwan Education Program (VTEP) was launched and managed by TEP.

[ TEP Education Goals )

To Narrow Digital Gap: Practical computer skills are taught to narrow the digital gap among children,
with computers from Taiwan, the world’s leader in computer manufacturing.

To Eliminate Foreign-Language llliteracy: Various courses of English, as a global lingua franca, are of-
fered to develop the second-language literacy and to expand access to higher education.

[ TEP Employment Goals )

To offer vocational training and guidance to villagers in rural areas and the migrant workers return-
ing home from Thailand to find factory and farming jobs in their own country.

To provide opportunities for rural government officials to visit and gain access to multi-national
companies operating in Cambodia and Taiwan.

[ TEP Agriculture Goals ]}

To enhance the agricultural cooperation between Taiwan and Cambodia through exchange visits of
Government officials and agricultural professionals for study, training and exhibition.

To increase agriculture productivity and improve farmers’ livelihood by promoting technology trans-
fer, trade and investment between Taiwan and Cambodia.



[ CTEP Achievements in Cambodia]

Education: 35 learning centers have been established, of which 17 remain in operations. Till
April, 2023, a total of with 86,165 students had been enrolled and 45,678 graduated. To gradu-
ate, each student completes one-or-two-hour-per-day, 5-days-per-week courses spanning 12-to-
16 weeks in basic English or computer studies. From now onward, 5,000 students will graduate
yearly. (please see pages 4 ~ 27 for Profiles of CTEP Learning Centers)

Employment : CTEP cooperates with the National Employment Agency to hold recruitment
events and organize factory tours. CTEP also supports 5 vocational Training Centers. Some 5861
workers have found jobs with the help of CTEP since 2015. 400 more jobs will be placed every
year.

® Agriculture Cooperation: Since 2018, we invited more than 60 Cambodians to Taiwan for visits,

trainings or exhibitions. More exchange visits are being arranged for promoting trading, invest-
ment and technology transfer to upgrade Cambodian agriculture and improve the lives of Cam-
bodian farmers.



[ VTEP Achievements in Vietham ]

VTEP’s first Learning Center Class in Vietnam was opened in October 2018. Two more Learning Cen-
ters will be set up in the 2" half of 2019 with funding from Taiwanese Companies in Vietnam to re-
ward local communities and to fulfill Corporate Social Responsibilities. VTEP’s Agriculture Coopera-
tion Program will be launched in the future.
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TEP has more than 50 local staff and international volunteers working in Cambodia, Vietnam and Tai-
wan.

Learning Centers Profile
Cambodia-Taiwan Education Program (CTEP)

TEP Culture and Education Association (TEP)

A total of 35 learning centers have been established by CTEP in Cambodia. 17 centers remain in op-
eration after closure of 18 centers for management and/or financial reasons.

In addition to CTEP learning centers, TEP supports five vocational training centers in Cambodia and
establishs two learning centers for the Viethnam-Taiwan Education Program (VTEP) in Vietnam.

CTEP has two types of learning centers :
1) Self-Managed Learning Center (SLC)

In Cambodia, many schools divide their student body into two, each attending school for a half
day. SLC provides after-school education ~ afternoon classes for public schools’ morning class
students, and morning classes for public schools’ afternoon students. There are also lessons
taught in the evening for all students.

In a SLC, CTEP designs and develops learning courses, hires and trains teachers, enrolls and su-
pervises students, assesses educational need and evaluates performance.

Due to CTEP’s limited manpower and financial resources, SLC can only be set up and managed in
places within three hours’ drive of Siem Reap, where CTEP Center is located. Therefore, CTEP
cooperates with public schools and other NGOs to jointly set up and co-manage learning centers
in public schools and/or other NGO classrooms.

2) Co-Managed Learning Center (CLC)

In CLCs, public schools/NGOs assign teachers and enroll students. CTEP provides computers,
textbooks, teacher training and a teaching allowance. CTEP visits CLC regularly to supervise
teachers, deliver exams to students and evaluate performance. CTEP also arranges exchange vis-
its for CLC teachers and principals to visit Taiwan, and their Taiwan counterparts to visit Cambo-
dia.

Of the 17 learning centers currently under CTEP management, 8 are SLC and 9 are CLC. Computer
skills and/or English are taught in all learning centers. Chinese is taught only at CTEP Center in Siem
Reap. Profiles of CTEP Learning Centers are illustrated in the following pages.
